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Senior Tournament Rules

1. All bona fide USBC members (Adult men and women - age 55 & over) of a Merged Association or Non-Merged B.A. that live and bow! within the jurisdiction of the
Ohio State USBC BA are eligible to enter this tournament.

2. Tournament will be in four classes (Your class will be determined by your age on the day that you bowl): Class A — 70 & Over; Class B— 65 to 69 years inclusive;
Class C — 60 to 64 years inclusive; Class D — 55 to 59 years inclusive. Winners must provide verification of age or be disqualified.

3. Thisis a singles event tournament open to bowlers 55 years old and over. Entrants are eligible to compete ONLY ONCE!

4. The entrant whose name here on hereby agrees that the Ohio State USBC BA, its officers and agents shall be liable only to the extent of returning the entry fee if
and when this entrant shall be prevented from bowling in the tournament through delay, unexpected yet necessary schedule change, or premature terminiation
of the tournament, which may be brought on by war, national emergency or emergencies caused by unexpected weather conditions or causes relating thereto or
resulting therefrom, fires, strikes, lockouts, labor difficulties or causes beyond the control of the Ohio State USBC BA.

5. USBC Certified Tournament Rules 319¢, 319a1, 319a3 and 319d shall apply. Parts of these rules are printed below. For complete rules see USBC Playing Rule Book.

6. It shall be each bowlers responsibility to verify the accuracy of the entering average in handicap tournaments whether originally submitted by the bowler or
others. Failure to use the proper average shall disqualify score if submitted average is lower than actual average thereby resulting in more handicap. Prize winnings
shall be based on submitted average if it is higher than actual average. Corrections in average can be made up to the completion of the first game of the series, or
within 48 hours after completion of the series if the tournament manager prior to completion of the first frame of the series has given written consent to the
bowler authorizing such an extension of time to correct average. Any entrant who has qualified for a cash and/or merchandise prize of $600.00 or more in any
event of a tournament in the 12 month period prior to the ENTRY, must report actual scores, position and amount won to the tournament management at
TIME OF ENTRY for possible re-rating. All adjustments in average must be submitted in writing to the Tournament Manager at TIME OF ENTRY or at TIME OF
BOWLING as specified in the USBC Playing Rules or the TOURNAMENT RULES.

7. USBC Rule 319a2 pertaining to 10 pin increase in current average does not apply.

8. Prize list for all classes will be HANDICAP ONLY. Handicap will be 80% of 220 average (No Limit).
9. Entry in this tournament does not affect entry in the 2010 OHIO STATE USBC BA STATE TOURNAMENT held in Akron, Ohio.

10. The Ohio State USBC BA will pay the entry fee for the winner in each class to the National Seniors Championship Tournament conducted by the USBC. If the first
place winner is unable to go to the National Seniors Tournament, we will go down no lower than two (2) places for representatives to the National Seniors
Tournament.

11. Dates and Times assigned to each entrant shall be determined by the Tournament Manager. Once entry form has been processed by the Tournament Manager and
a confirmation sent to the tournament participant — there will be no refund of entry fees (see USBC Rule #314).

12. ENTERING AVERAGE WILL BE RECOGNIZED IN THE FOLLOWING ORDER:
ALL INDIVIDUALS must enter at their highest certified league average for 21 games or more for the 2008-2009 season. 2009 Summer certified league averages
will be accepted when no Winter season average is available. If no certified league average for 2008-2009 season, individual shall use their highest 2007-2008
certified league average. If the proceeding does not apply, individual will use highest certified average at the time of bowling (21 games or more) for the current
season (2009-2010).

If current average is used it must be VERIFIED in writing by the league secretary or bring league sheet. If bowler has NO average they must enter at 220.

Any entrant having a higher uncertified average for the season(s) specified above which is greater than their certified average, the average must be reported and
used in this tournament. Any entrant having a certified or uncertified average in an Association outside the State of Ohio shall comply with the rules stated above.
